Brief Description: Extending veterans’ exemptions from higher education tuition.

Background: The governing boards of the state’s public higher education institutions
may exempt veterans of the Vietnam conflict, who served in Southeast Asia, from all or a
portion of increases in student tuition and fees that occur after October 1, 1977. To
qgualify for the exemption, the veteran must be a resident student and must have served in
Southeast Asia during the time period between August 5, 1964, and May 7, 1975.
Currently, the expiration date for this tuition exemption is June 30, 1999.

The governing boards of the state’s public higher education institutions may exempt
veterans of the Persian Gulf combat zone from all or a portion of increases in tuition and
fees that occur after the 1990-91 academic year. To qualify for the exemption, the veteran
must have qualified as a resident student if enrolled as a student on August 1, 1990. The
veteran also must have served on active duty in the armed forces of the United States
during any portion of 1991 in the Persian Gulf combat zone. Currently, the expiration

date for this tuition exemption is June 30, 1999.

Summary: The expiration dates for both tuition exemptions are eliminated.
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
