Theorderofnamesofcandidatesornomineesfor anyelectedpositionontheballotfor a primaryorgeneral
electionareselectedbylot. All ballotsareprintedwiththatsingleorderofcandidatesfor eachposition.
However,candidatenamesarerotatedfor anypartisanoffices,theofficeofsuperintendentofpublic
instruction,andall judicialofficesonballotsatprimaries.

Thisrotationofnamesfor theseofficesondifferentballotsatprimariesis accomplishedbytakingthefirst
nameonthelist ofcandidatesfor thepositionandmovingit tothe lastpositionandmovingeachother
nameuptothe positionimmediatelyaboveits priorposition.Thisrotationoccursfor asmanytimesas
therearenumberofcandidatesfor thatposition.Asnearlyaspossiblethesamenumberofballotsare
printedwitheachdifferentorderofcandidates.However,allofthe ballotspresentedtovoters fromthe
sameprecinctwhovoteata pollingplaceappearin thesameorder.

SUMMARY:

Therotationofnamesofcandidatesfor partisanoffices,theofficeofsuperintendentofpublicinstruction,
andjudicialofficesonballotsatprimariesis eliminatedand,a singleorderofnamesofcandidatesfor those
positionsappearingonballotsis determinedbylot.
