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BACKGROUND:

Thestateis allottedasmanyelectoralvotesastherearesenatorsandrepresentativesin congress.Each
majorpartyandanyminororindependentpartythatholdsa conventionunderchapter29.24RCW that
nominatescandidatesfor presidentandvice-presidentshallnominatepresidentialelectorsfor thestate.
Electorsarerequiredtovote for thecandidatesnominatedbytheirparty. Undertheexistingsystem,the
candidatesthatreceivethemajorityofthe votesreceiveallofthe electoralvotesfor thestate.

SUMMARY:

Electoralvotesfor presidentandvice-presidentmustbeallocatedbasedontheirproportionalshareofthe
state-widepopularvote. Theallocationmustbemadein wholenumbersonly,withfractionsone-halfor
greaterbeingroundedup,andfractionslessthanone-halfroundeddown.If totalelectorvotesexceedsthe
stateallotment,theroundingprocesswill beadjustedasfollows:

• Thecandidatewiththesmallestfractionalproportionaboveone-halfwill bereducedtothe
lowerwholenumber,andallocationamongthecandidateswill beredone;

• If thisreductiondoesnotreducetotalallocatedelectorstothe stateallotmentlevelthen
theremainingcandidateswiththesmallestfractionalproportionaboveone-halfwill be
reducedtothe nextlowestnumberandallocationamongtheremainingcandidateswill be
redone;and

• Successiveadjustmentsofthe lowestremainingfractionalproportionaboveone-halfwill be
madeandtheallocationredone,untilthenumberofelectorsallocatedequalsthenumberof
electorsallottedtothe state.
