Background:

District courts have ruled that reserving portions of highways for High Occupancy
Vehicles (HOV) lanes is unenforceable, because the law does not provide for
enforcement action by police officers. The law was written to give authority to the
Department of Transportation and local authorities to build, designate, or sign
highway lanes as high occupancy use only. Wording must be added to the statute to
alow law enforcement agencies to properly enforce these lane restrictions.
Summary:

It is a traffic infraction to use HOV lanes in violation of restrictions placed on the use
of such lanes by the proper authority.
