BACKGROUND: The UniformDisciplinary Act governsthe administrative and adjudicative
procedures and sanctions for unprofessional conductrelating totheregulated health professions.
The disciplining authorities include theSecretary of Healthas wellas thehealth professions
boardsand commissions withregulatory authority.

Sanctions for unprofessional conduct include license revocation, suspension, restriction, remedial
education or treatment, monitoring of a practice, censure, probation, fine, denial, corrective
action, and refund offees.

Surrender ofa license isnot included as a sanction. However itmay result from a stipulated
informal disposition of a case,after an investigation and statement of allegations. Insuch a
settlement, there areno findings withregard totheallegation and thematterisnotreportable.

SUMMARY: The surrender ofa practitioner’s license, certification orregistration constitutes a
sanction forunprofessional conduct.
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
