Background: Collection agencies, including out-of-state collection agencies, are
regulated by state law and must be licensed by the Department of licensing. A
collection agency cannot collect any sum other than principal and allowable interest,

collection costs specifically authorize by statute, and attorney’s fees and court costs in
the case of a lawsuit.

Summary of Bill: In addition to principal, interest, attorney’s fees and court costs, a
collection agency may collect any costs and fees authorized by written agreement
between the debtor and client; collection costs on a commercial claim are not
restricted to those specifically authorized by statute.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
