Background: Washington school districts may contract with alternative educationa service
providers to provide specialized programs for at risk students. Districts may contract for all
or part of a student’s education. Current statutes do not require school districts to provide
contractors with a specific amount of basic education funds per contracted student.

Summary of Bill: School districts are required to provide contractors with at least 85
percent of basic education funds per contracted student.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
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
