Background: In general, any person who abandons or voluntarily fails to beneficialy use
awater right for five successive years relinquishes the water right and it reverts to the state,
unless there is sufficient cause for the nonuse. Sufficient cause includes restrictions imposed
by federal laws, either directly or through voluntary enrollment in a federal program.
Summary of Bill: Any restriction imposed by federal, state, or local government in
response to listing under the federa Endangered Species Act is an example of restriction
imposed directly by federal laws.
Appropriation: None.
