Brief Description: Changing the definition of public water system.
Sponsors: Senators Eide, Morton, Jacobsen and Winsley; by request of Department of Health.

Background: In order to maintain the state’s authority to regulate water supplies to protect
public health, state laws must conform with the provisions of the federal Safe Drinking
Water Act. The current definition of a public water system in state law does not conform
to recent amendments to the act.

Summary: The definition of a public water system is changed to say that water can be
provided through both pipes and other constructed conveyances.
