Background: The operating expenses of state government and its agencies and programs
are funded on a biennial basis by an omnibus operations budget adopted by the Legislature
in odd-numbered years. The budget for the 1997-99 fiscal biennium was adopted by the
1997 Legislature and a supplemental budget was adopted in 1998.

State operating expenses are paid from the state General Fund and from various dedicated
funds and accounts. The 1997 and 1998 Legislatures appropriated $19.084 billion from the
state General Fund.

Summary of Substitute Bill: Appropriations from various agencies are modified, with a
net increase of $50.8 million in appropriations from the state General Fund. For additional
information, see "1999 Supplemental Operating & Capital Budget Summary" and "Statewide
Summary and Agency Detail" published by the Senate Ways & Means Committee.

Substitute Bill Compared to Original Bill: The original bill was not considered.

Appropriation: See above.
