PART 1
| NTENT

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that disruptive
students can significantly inpede effective teaching and learning in
the classroom Wen disruptive behavior forces teachers to devote a
significant anpbunt of tinme and energy on classroom nmanagenent rather
than teaching, the learning of all students suffers, including the
| earni ng of the student engaging in the disruptive behavior.

The legislature finds that the short-term renoval from the
cl assroom of a disruptive student nay not be sufficient in every case
to ensure an orderly classroom environnment that is conducive to
teaching and | earning. Teachers, principals, and other school staff
require training in effective strategies for handling disruptive
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students. Schools and school districts should be encouraged to provide
staff with the training necessary to respond to disruptions effectively
and shoul d have opportunities to seek support for inplenenting plans to
assist disruptive students nore effectively in alternative |earning
prograns and settings when appropriate.

PART 2
PROFESSI ONAL DEVELOPMENT WORKSHOPS

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 28A. 415
RCWto read as foll ows:

Subject to available funding, the superintendent of public
instruction shall conduct professional developnent institutes to
provi de opportunities for teachers, principals, and other school staff
to learn effective research-based strategies for handling disruptive
students. The training institutes shall enphasize nethods for handling
di sruptions in regular classroons and how to design and inplenent
alternative | earning settings and prograns that have been proven to be
effective in providing for the educational needs of students who
exhibit frequent and prol onged disruptive behavior when placed in a
regul ar classroomsetting. The institutes shall be intensive training
prograns at |least two full days in |ength.

The superintendent of public instruction shall conduct at | east one
institute in each of the nine educational service districts by March 1
2000, subject to avail able funding. The superintendent may enter into
contracts with public or private entities that provide training in
effective research-based nethods for dealing with disruptive students.
The institutes shall be open to teans of teachers, principals, and
ot her school staff from each school district choosing to participate.
However, as a condition of participating in the institutes, school
district teans shall be required to develop during or imrediately
followng the institute a district plan for carrying out the purposes
of this section. Individual participants inthe institutes shall agree
to provide assistance as needed to other school staff in their school
bui I di ng or school district, consistent with their other nornmal duties.

El enentary school s and junior high and m ddle schools in districts
that send teans to participate in institutes conducted under this
section are encouraged to fornulate school building-level plans for
addressing the educational needs of disruptive students and the needs
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of students and teachers in the regular classroons for an orderly and
di sci plined environnment that is optimally conducive to | earning.

PART 3
GRANT PROGRAM

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 28A 300
RCWto read as foll ows:

A grant programto assi st schools in providing alternative | earni ng
prograns and settings for disruptive students in elenentary school and
m ddl e or junior high school is created.

The purpose of the grant programis to assist schools and districts
in inplenmenting plans for addressing the needs of disruptive students
in elementary school and m ddle or junior high school while inproving
the learning environment for students and teachers in regular
cl assroons. Grants are intended to support inplenentation of plans and
prograns that may include, but are not |[imted to, the creation or
expansi on of appropriate alternative educational prograns and settings
that are separate fromthe regular classroomenvironnent and that are
designed to neet the educational needs of students who are frequently
and significantly disruptive when placed in the regular classroom
setting.

The superintendent of public instruction shall adm nister the grant
program School s, school districts, and consortia of schools or school
districts may apply for funds under the program in this section by
subm tting an application to the superintendent of public instruction.
A school, school district, or consortiumof schools or school districts
receiving funds in accordance with this section shall certify and
provi de docunentation to the superintendent of public instruction that
funds received were expended for professional devel opnent and rel ated
programi npl enmentati on i n accordance with the purposes of this section.

Applications nust include a description of the school’s or school
district’s plans for the use of these funds and how the funds wll
assi st ininproving regular classroomenvironnments by providing for the

renmoval of disruptive students and how the funds will assist in the
pl acenent of disruptive students in alternative |earning prograns and
settings.

In order to be eligible for funding, applicants’ plans nust provide
for the use of research-based strategi es that have been denonstrated to
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be effective in dealing with the kinds of students intended to be
served through this program

Applications nust also certify that at any program funded through
the grant has the support of at least a majority of the instructional
staff in any school with students who will be served through the
program However, in any school that has adopted policies requiring
that nore than a nmajority of certificated staff approve a proposa
before beginning new prograns or policies, the application nust
indicate the | evel of support required by the school’s policies.

In distributing funds for this program the superintendent shall
give priority to applications that denonstrate the hi ghest proportion
of students who exhi bit frequent and significant disruptive behavior or
t he hi ghest proportion of disciplinary incidents such as renovals from
regul ar cl assroons, suspensions, and expulsions. Priority shall also
be assigned on the basis of an applicant’s |ack of trained personnel
and absence of prograns related to addressing the educati onal needs of
di sruptive students. Applicants may al so be given priority on the basis
of other information which the superintendent determnes may be
i ndicative of significant |evels of disruptive behavior.

The superintendent of public instruction shall <consult wth
representatives of principals organizations in determ ning which
applicants shall receive grants.

Grants shall be continued for a mninum period of three years,
subj ect to avail abl e funding.

No funds nade available through this grant program may be
distributed before July 1, 2000.

PART 4
M SCELLANEQUS

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. (1) If specific funding for the purposes of
section 2 of this act, referencing section 2 of this act by bill or
chapter and section nunber, is not provided by June 30, 1999, in the
omni bus appropriations act, section 2 of this act is null and void.

(2) If specific funding for the purposes of section 3 of this act,
referencing section 3 of this act by bill or chapter and section
nunber, i s not provided by June 30, 1999, in the omi bus appropriations
act, section 3 of this act is null and void.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. Part headings used in this act are not any
part of the | aw.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 6. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
