AN ACT Relating to the safety and well-being of children; adding
new sections to chapter 9.68 RCW repealing RCW 9.68.015, 9.68.050
9. 68. 060, 9.68.070, 9.68.080, 9.68.090, 9.68.100, 9.68.110, 9.68.120,
9.68.130, 9.68A 140, 9.68A. 150, and 9. 68A. 160; prescribing penalties;
and decl aring an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that sexually explicit
materials are harnful to the safety and well-being of children. Such
graphic materials contribute to increased sexual activity by children
along with higher rates of sexually transmtted diseases, illegitimte
pregnanci es, and acts of sexual aggression by children agai nst other
children. The legislature intends by this act to pronote the safety
and well-being of children by limting the ability of children to
access sexually explicit materials and to ensure the | aw rei nforces and
supports the wi shes of parents regarding their children’s access to
such graphic materials.
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NEWSECTION. Sec. 2. As used in sections 1 through 6 of this act,
the following ternms have the neanings indicated unless the context
clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Harnful to mnors" means any matter or |ive performance:

(a) That the average adult person, applying contenporary conmunity
standards, would find, when considered as a whole, appeals to the
prurient interest of mnors; and

(b) That explicitly depicts or describes, by prevailing standards
in the adult community with respect to what is suitable for mnors,
patently offensive representations or descriptions of:

(1) Utimte sexual acts, normal or perverted, actual or simulated,;

or

(ii1) Masturbation, fellatio, cunnilingus, bestiality, excretory
functions, lewd exhibition of the genitals or genital area, sexually
explicit conduct, sexual excitenment, or sexually explicit nudity; or

(1i1) Sexual acts that are violent or destructive, including but
not limted to human or animal mutilation, disnmenbernent, rape, or
torture; and

(c) That, when considered as a whole, and in the context in which
it is used, lacks serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific
val ue for mnors.

(2) "Matter" means a notion picture film a publication, a sexual
devi ce, or any conbination thereof.

(3) "Motion picture film' neans any:

(a) Filmor plate negative;

(b) Filmor plate positive;

(c) Filmdesigned to be projected on a screen for exhibition;

(d) Film glass slides, or transparencies, either in negative or
positive form designed for exhibition by projection on a screen;

(e) Videotape; or

(f) Any other nediumused to electronically transmt or reproduce
i mages on a screen.

(4) "Publication" neans any book, nagazine, article, panphlet,
witing, printing illustration, picture, sound recording, telephonic
communi cati on, or coin-operated nmachi ne.

(5) "Live performance" neans any play, show, skit, dance, or other
exhibition performed or presented to or before an audi ence of one or
nore, in person or by electronic transmssion, or by telephonic
communi cation, with or without consideration.
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(6) "Know edge" neans know edge as defined in RCW9A. 08. 010(1) (b).

(7) "Know edge of its character” neans that the person has
know edge that the matter or performance contains, depicts, or
describes activity or conduct that may be found to be patently
of f ensi ve under subsection (1)(b) of this section. Such know edge may
be proved by direct or circunstantial evidence, or both.

(8) "Mnor" nmeans any person under the age of eighteen years.

(9) "Person" neans any individual, partnership, firm association,
corporation, or other legal entity.

(10) "Sexual device" mnmeans any artificial device primarily
desi gned, pronoted, or marketed to physically stinulate or manipul ate
t he human genitals.

(11) "Sexual excitement"” neans the condition of human male or
female genitals when in a state of sexual stinulation or arousal; or
the depiction of covered male genitals in a discernibly turgid state.

(12) "Sexually explicit conduct"” mneans physical contact with a
person’s cl ot hed or uncl ot hed genitals, pubic area, buttocks, perineum
or, if such person is a female, breast.

(13) "Sexually explicit nudity" nmeans the show ng of the human nal e
or femal e genitals, pubic area, buttocks, or perineumw th | ess than a
full opaque covering; or the showng of the fenmale breast with | ess
than a full opaque covering of any portion thereof bel owthe top of the

ni ppl e.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 3. No person may wth know edge of its
character:

(1) Display matter that is harnful to mnors in such a way that
m nors, as part of the invited general public, wll be exposed to view
the matter; however, a person is deened not to have displayed matter
harnful to mnors if:

(a) The matter is kept behind devices commonly known as blinder
racks so that the lower two-thirds of the matter is not exposed to
Vi ew, or

(b) I'n the case of an operator who transmts nmatter that is harnfu
to mnors via cable television transm ssions, the operator first
notifies the subscriber of the availability of a device that allows a
subscri ber to prohibit the viewing of a particular cable transm ssion;
or
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(c) I'n the case of a person who provides a mnor with access to a
conputer containing matter that is harnful to mnors stored |l ocally, or
that can be connected to the internet, the conputer is equipped wth
specialized filtering software actively installed for the purpose of
protecting mnors fromaccessing matter that is harnful to mnors; or

(d) In the case of a person publishing a wrld wde web page
containing matter that is harnful to mnors, the web page contains
codes or hidden comments that trigger the blocking nmechani sns of any
browser-filtering software that 1is designed for the purpose of
protecting mnors fromaccessing matter that is harnful to mnors; or

(e) In the case of a person hosting or mrroring internet content
on servers located within the state of Washi ngton, the person nandates
the inclusionin all web pages of codes or hidden comments that trigger
the bl ocking mechanisnms of any browser-filtering software that is
designed for the purpose of protecting mnors from accessing matter
that is harnful to mnors; or

(f) I'n the case of a person providing el ectronic conmunications or
t el ecommuni cati ons access or connection to or froma facility, system
or network, whether one-way or interactive, including transm ssion
downl oadi ng, storage, navigational tools, and rel ated capabilities that
are incidental to the provision of the electronic comunications or
t el ecomruni cati ons access or connection, the person nmandates the
inclusion in all web pages of codes or hidden coments that trigger the
bl ocki ng mechani snms of any browser-filtering software that is designed
for the purpose of protecting mnors from accessing matter that is
harnful to m nors;

(2) Sell, furnish, present, distribute, allowto view or hear, or
otherw se dissemnate to a minor, wth or wthout consideration, any
matter that is harnful to mnors; or

(3) Present to a mnor or participate in presenting to a mnor,
with or without consideration, any live performance that is harnful to
m nors.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. 1In any prosecution for violation of section
3 of this act, it is an affirmative defense that:

(1) The matter or performance involved was displayed or otherw se
dissemnated to a mnor by the mnor’s parent or |egal guardian, for
bona fide purposes; or

(2) The matter or performance involved was displayed or otherw se
dissemnated to a mnor with the witten permssion of the mnor’s
parent or |egal guardian, for bona fide purposes; or

(3) The person nmade a reasonable good faith attenpt to ascertain
the true age of the mnor by requiring production of a driver’s
license, marriage license, birth certificate, or other governnental or
educational identification card or paper, or copy thereof if supplied
by mail or electronic facsimle when in-person production thereof is
i npractical, and not relying solely on the oral allegations or apparent
age of the mnor; or

(4) If engaged in the commercial distribution of naterial that is
harnful to mnors by electronic or tel ephonic transm ssion, access by
persons under eighteen years of age is restricted by requiring use of
a verified credit card, debit account, adult access code, or adult
personal identification nunber before transm ssion of the material.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. (1) A person who is convicted of violating
section 3 of this act is guilty of a gross m sdeneanor.

(2) Each day that a violation of section 3 of this act occurs or
continues is a separate offense and is punishable as a separate
vi ol ati on.

(3) Every act, thing, or transaction prohibited by section 3 of
this act is a separate offense as to each item 1issue, or title
i nvol ved and i s puni shabl e as such.

(4) For the purpose of this section, nmultiple copies of the sane
identical title, nonthly issue, volunme, and nunber issue, or other such
identical material are a single offense.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. (1) The state of Washington fully occupies
and preenpts within the boundaries of the state the entire field of
regulation and sanctions for displaying, selling, furnishing,
presenting, or otherwi se distributing matter or performances that are
harnful to m nors.

(2) Counties, cities, towns, or other nunicipalities my enact only
those | aws and ordi nances relating to matter and performances harnful
to mnors that are consistent with this chapter.

(3) Local laws and ordinances that are inconsistent with, nore
restrictive than, or exceed the requirenents of this chapter nay not be
enact ed and are preenpted and repeal ed, regardl ess of the nature of the
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code, charter, or honme rule status of such county, city, town, or
muni ci pality.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 7. The follow ng acts or parts of acts are each
r epeal ed:

130 ("Sexual Iy explicit material "--Defined--Unl awf ul
di splay) and 1975 1st ex.s. ¢ 156 s 1;

(11) RCW9.68A 140 (Definitions) and 1987 c 396 s 1

(12) RCW 9.68A.150 (Allowing mnor on premses of live erotic
per formance) and 1987 c¢ 396 s 2; and

(13) RCW9.68A. 160 (Penalty) and 1987 c 396 s 3.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. Sections 1 through 6 of this act are each
added to chapter 9.68 RCW

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 9. If any provision of this act or its
application to any person or circunstance is held invalid, the
remai nder of the act or the application of the provision to other
persons or circunstances is not affected.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 10. This act is necessary for the immedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, norals, or safety, or support
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1 of the state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes
2 effect imediately.
