AN ACT Rel ating to sal nonid screeni ng noneys; anending 1999 ¢ 309
s 307 (uncodified); adding a new section to 1999 sp.s. ¢ 13; and
creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The purpose of this act is to ensure that
certain noneys that are dedicated to providing sal nonid screening are
expended to provide such screening in an area of the state that
requires the screening imediately to assist in responding to
endanger ed species |isting under the federal endangered speci es act (16
U S C Sec. 1531 et seq.).

NEWSECTION. Sec. 2. A newsectionis added to 1999 sp.s. ¢ 13 to
read as foll ows:

This section applies to any noneys appropriated by section 22
chapter 13, Laws of 1999 sp. sess. that are allocated and used for
provi di ng sal monid screening. The highest priority shall be given to
provi di ng such screening in the Methow river valley. Mneys fromthe
appropriation may be allocated and used to provide sal nonid screening
el sewhere to the extent that these noneys are in excess of the anmounts

(1) $1, 252,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $1, 244,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely for the inplenentation of the
Puget Sound wor k pl an agency action itens DFWO01, DFWO02, DFWO03, DFW
04, and DFW 05.

(2) $776,000 of the salnobn recovery account appropriation and
$775, 000 of the general fund--federal appropriation are provided solely
for the departnent’s review of forest practices applications and
related hydraulic permt applications. Up to $387,500 of the general
fund--federal amunt may be expended in each fiscal year of the
bienniumonly if the state receives greater than $25, 000,000 fromthe
federal governnment for salnon recovery activities in that fiscal year.
Funds aut hori zed for expenditure in fiscal year 2000 may be expended in
fiscal year 2001

(3) $1,500,000 of the salnmn recovery account appropriation and
$1, 500,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation are provided
solely for the departnent to update the salnmon and steel head stock
inventory and, in cooperation with the departnent of ecology, to
establish fish and habitat index nonitoring sites to neasure the
ef fectiveness of salnon recovery activities. Up to $750,000 of the
general fund--federal anmount nmay be expended in each fiscal year of the
bienniumonly if the state receives greater than $25, 000,000 fromthe
federal governnent for sal non recovery activities in that fiscal year.
Funds aut hori zed for expenditure in fiscal year 2000 may be expended in
fiscal year 2001

(4) $232,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $232,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided for the control of European green crab
(Carci nus namenas). The departnent shall submt a report to the
governor and the appropriate legislative commttees by Septenber 1,
2000, evaluating the effectiveness of various control strategies and
provi di ng recommendati ons on | ong-termcontrol strategies. $248, 000 of
this amount is for inplenmentation of Puget Sound work plan and agency
action item DFW 23.
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(5) $191,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $191,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided for noxious weed control and survey
activities on departnent lands. O this amount, $48,000 is provided
for the biological control of yellowstar thistle.

(6) Al sal non habitat restoration and protection projects proposed
for fundi ng by regional fisheries enhancenent groups shall be submtted
by January 1st or July 1st of each year for review to the sal non
recovery fundi ng board.

(7) $2,340,000 of the salnmn recovery account appropriation and
$7, 000,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation are provided
solely to inplenment a |license buy-back program for commercial fishing
i censes.

(8) $511,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $488,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided to enploy residents of the state between
eighteen and twenty-five years of age in activities to enhance
Washington’s natural, historic, environnental, and recreational
resour ces.

(9) Any indirect cost reinbursenent received by the departnent from
federal grants nust be spent on agency adm nistrative activities and
cannot be redirected to direct programactivities.

(10) $43,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $42,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely for staffing and operation of the
Tennant Lake interpretive center.

(11) $32,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $33,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely to support the activities of the
aquatic nuisance species coordination commttee to foster state,
federal, tribal, and private cooperation on aquatic nui sance species
I ssues. The commttee shall strive to prevent the introduction of
nonnative aquatic species and to mnimze the spread of species that
are introduced.

(12) $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely to inplenent Senate Bill No. 5508
(crab catch record cards). If the bill is not enacted by June 30
1999, the anounts provided in this subsection shall |apse.
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(13) $6, 440, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000, $5,796,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001, $12,260,000 of the wldlife account--state
appropriation, $710,000 of the aquatic |ands enhancenment account
appropriation, and $500, 000 of the public safety and educati on account
appropriation are provided solely for operation of the enforcenent

di vi si on. Wthin these funds, the departnment shall enphasize
enforcement of laws related to protection of fish habitat and the
illegal harvest of salnon and steel head. Wthin these funds, the

departnment shall provide support to the departnent of health to enforce
state shellfish harvest | aws.

(14) $500,000 of the salnmon recovery account, $624,000 of the
general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year 2000, and $624, 000 of
t he general fund--state appropriation for fiscal year 2001 are provi ded
solely for the departnment to inplenment a hatchery endangered species
act response. The strategy shall include energency hatchery responses
and retrofitting of hatcheries for sal non recovery.

(15) $45,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $46,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely for operation of the Rod Meseberg
(ringold) warm water fish hatchery to inplenment House Bill No. 1716
(warm water fish culture). If the bill is not enacted by June 30
1999, the anounts provided in this subsection shall |apse.

(16) $2,500,000 of the salnbn recovery account appropriation is
provided solely for grants to lead entities established in accordance
wi th RCW 75. 46. 060.

(17) $200,000 of the salnobn recovery account appropriation and
$600, 000 of the general fund--federal appropriation are provided solely
for predation control, bycatch nonitoring, and selective harvest
strat egi es. $300, 000 of the general fund--federal anount may be
expended in each fiscal year of the bienniumonly if the state receives
greater than $25,000,000 from the federal governnment for salnon
recovery activities in that fiscal year. Funds authorized for
expenditure in fiscal year 2000 may be expended in fiscal year 2001.

(18) $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely for additional field surveys of
the Aynpic Peninsula, North Rainier, and Packwood/ South Rainier elk
her ds.
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(19) $425,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $75,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely to purchase and inplenent the
automated recreational |icense data base system

(20) $1, 400, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $1, 400, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely for fish passage barrier and
screeni ng techni cal assi stance, engi neering services, and construction
assi stance for | ocal governnents, state agencies, vol unteer groups, and
regi onal fisheries enhancenent groups.

(21) $1,500,000 of the sal non recovery account appropriation and
$500, 000 of the general fund--federal appropriation are provided solely
for local salnon recovery technical assistance. Technical assistance
shall be coordinated anong all state agencies including the
conservation comm ssi on, departnent of fish and wildlife, departnent of
ecol ogy, departnment of health, departnent of agriculture, departnent of
transportation, state parks and recreation, interagency conmttee for
outdoor recreation, governor’s salnmon recovery office, Puget Sound
water quality action team departnent of community, trade, and econom c
devel opnent, and department of natural resources. $250, 000 of the
general fund--federal anmount nmay be expended i n each fiscal year of the
bi ennium only if the state receives greater than $25, 000,000 fromthe
federal governnment for sal non recovery activities in that fiscal year.
Funds aut hori zed for expenditure in fiscal year 2000 may be expended in
fiscal year 2001

(22) $400,000 of the wildlife account appropriation is provided
solely to inplenment House Bill No. 1681 (trout purchase by state). The
fish and wldlife comm ssion nmay authorize expenditure of these funds
only if the costs of the programw || be recovered by the increase in
license sales directly attributable to the planting of privately grown
trout. If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 1999, the anounts
provided in this subsection shall |apse.

(23) $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2000 and $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2001 are provided solely to inplenent Senate Bill No. 5508
(crab fishery catch records). |If the bill is not enacted by June 30,
1999, the anounts provided in this subsection shall |apse.

(24) $2,000,000 of the aquatic |ands enhancenment account
appropriation is provided for cooperative vol unteer projects.
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(25) In providing sal nobnid screening with any noneys appropri ated
by this section, the highest priority shall be given to providing such

screening in the Mthow river valley. Moneys appropriated by this

section nay be allocated and used to provide salnpnid screening

el sewhere to the extent that the noneys allocated and used for such a

purpose are in excess of the amounts needed to provide salnonid

screening in the Methowriver valley. Any such screening provided for

a point of diversion for a water right in the Methowriver vall ey shal

be sized to accommbdat e: Not |l ess than the annual anount of water

diverted at that point of diversion during any of the five vyears

beqgi nning with cal endar vear 1994 and ending with cal endar yvear 1998;

and not less than the instantaneous anount of water diverted at that

poi nt of diversion at the peak of diversion during any of those five

cal endar years.
