AN ACT Relating to the scopes of practice for vision care
provi ders; amending RCW 18.53.010, 18.53.140, 69.41.030, 69.50.101,
18. 34. 020, 18.34.060, 18.34.050, 18.34.080, 18.34.120, 18.34.136, and
18. 34.010; adding a new section to chapter 18.53 RCW adding a new
section to chapter 70.41 RCW addi ng new sections to chapter 18. 34 RCW
recodi fying RCW 18. 34. 010 and 18. 34. 060; and repealing RCW 18. 34. 110.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.53.010 and 1989 ¢ 36 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The practice of optonetry is defined as the exam nation of the
human eye, the exam nation and ascertaining any defects of the human
vision system ((and)), the analysis of the process of vision, and the
treatnent of the human eye and the human vision system The practice
of optonetry ((#ay)) includes, but is not ((neeessartty—be)) limted
to, the foll ow ng:

(a) The enpl oynent of any objective or subjective nmeans or nethod,.
including the use of drugs ((teptealty—apptied—to—the—eye)), for
di agnostic and therapeutic purposes by those licensed under this
chapter and who neet the requirenents of subsections (2) and (3) of
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this section, and the use of any diagnostic instrunents or devices for
t he exam nati on or anal ysis of the human vi si on system the nmeasurenent
of the powers or range of human vision, or the determ nation of the
refractive powers of the human eye or its functions in general; and

(b) The prescription and fitting of |enses, prisns, therapeutic or
refractive contact | enses and the adaption or adjustnent of frames and
| enses used in connection therewith; and

(c) The prescription and provision of visual therapy, therapeutic

ai ds, and other optical deV|ces((——aﬂd—%he—++ea%#ea%—m#%h—%ep+ea##y

FeqH#FeﬁeH%s—e#—sHbsee%#eHs—é2}—aﬂd—é%}—e#—%h#s—see%%eﬂ)); and

(d) The ascertainnent of the perceptive, neural, nuscular, or
pat hol ogi cal condition of the visual system and

(e) The adaptation of prosthetic eyes.

(2) (a) Those persons using drugs for diagnostic purposes in the
practice of optonetry shall have a m ni mum of sixty hours of didactic
and clinical instruction in general and ocul ar pharnmacol ogy as applied
t o opt onet r y( (—andfoer—therapeutiepurpoeses—an—addi-tonal—mnimm-of
seventy—f+ve—hours—of—didactie—and——ebHnteal—tnstruett+on)) as

established by the board, and certification from an institution of
hi gher | earning, accredited by those agencies recogni zed by the United
States office of education or the council on postsecondary
accreditation to qualify for certification by the optonetry board of
Washi ngton to use drugs for diagnostic and therapeutic purposes.

(b) Those persons using or prescribing topical drugs for
t herapeutic purposes in the practice of optonetry shall be certified
under (a) of this subsection, and shall have an additional m nimum of
seventy-five hours of didactic and clinical instruction as established
by the board, and certification froman institution of higher |earning,
accredited by those agencies recogni zed by the United States office of
education or the council on postsecondary accreditation to qualify for
certification by the optonetry board of Washington to use drugs for
t her apeuti c purposes.

(c) Those persons using or prescribing drugs adm nistered orally,
by injection, or by any other nethod of delivery for therapeutic
purposes in the practice of optonmetry shall be certified under (b) of
this subsection, and shall have an additional mninumof twenty hours
of didactic and clinical instruction as established by the board, and
certification from an institution of higher l|learning, accredited by
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t hose agencies recognized by the United States office of education or
the council on postsecondary accreditationto qualify for certification
by the optonetry board of WAshington to use drugs adm nistered orally,
by injection, or by any other recognized nethod of delivery for
t her apeuti c purposes.

(d) Such course or courses, and any other courses required by the
board for certification to use any other neans, nethod, or procedure,
shall be the fiscal responsibility of the participating and attendi ng
optonetri st.

(3) The board shall establish a schedule of drugs for diagnostic
and treatnment purposes limted to the practice of optonmetry, and no
person licensed pursuant to this chapter shall prescribe, dispense,
pur chase, possess, or adm nister drugs except as authorized and to the
extent permtted by the board.

(a) The board shall establish, by rule, specific guidelines for the
prescription and adm nistration of drugs by optonetric physicians, so
that licensed optonetric physicians and persons filling their
prescriptions have a clear understanding of which drugs and which
dosages or forns are included in the authority granted by this section.

(b) No optonetrist shall prescribe, dispense, or administer a
controll ed substance for nore than seven days in treating a particular
patient for a single traum, episode, or condition.

(c) The prescription or admnistration of drugs as authorized in
this section is specifically limted to those drugs appropriate to
treatnent of diseases or conditions of the vision system that are
within the scope of practice of optonetry. The prescription or
adm ni stration of drugs for any ot her purpose is not authorized by this
section.

(4) The board shall develop a neans of identification and
verification of optonetrists certifiedto use therapeutic drugs for the
pur pose of issuing prescriptions, and of optonetrists certified to use
any other objective or subjective neans, nethod, or procedure, as
aut hori zed by this section.

Sec. 2. RCW18.53.140 and 1991 ¢ 3 s 138 are each anended to read
as follows:

It shall be unlawful for any person:

(1) To sell or barter, or offer to sell or barter any I|icense
i ssued by the secretary; or

(2) To purchase or procure by barter any license with the intent to
use the sanme as evidence of the holder’s qualification to practice
optonetry; or

(3) To alter with fraudulent intent in any material regard such
license; or

(4) To use or attenpt to use any such license which has been
purchased, fraudulently issued, counterfeited or materially altered as
a valid license; or

(5) To practice optonetry under a false or assuned nanme, or as a
representative or agent of any person, firmor corporation wth which
the Iicensee has no connection: PROVIDED, Nothing in this chapter nor
in the optonetry |law shall nmake it unlawful for any lawfully licensed
optonetrist or association of lawfully licensed optonmetrists to
practice optonetry under the name of any lawfully |icensed optonetri st
who may transfer by inheritance or otherwise the right to use such
nane; or

(6) To practice optonetry in this state either for himor herself
or any other individual, corporation, partnership, group, public or
private entity, or any nmenber of the licensed healing arts wthout
having at the tinme of so doing a valid |icense issued by the secretary
of health; or

(7) To in any manner barter or give away as prem uns either on his
own account or as agent or representative for any other purpose, firm
or corporation, any eyegl asses, spectacles, |enses or franmes; or

(8 To use drugs in the practice of optonetry, except ((these
toptecatHy—apptHed—For—diagnrest+e—or—therapeutic—purpoeses)) as
aut hori zed under RCW 18. 53. 010; or

(9) To use advertising whether printed, radio, display, or of any
other nature, which is msleading or inaccurate in any material
particul ar, nor shall any such person in any way m srepresent any goods
or services (including but without limtation, its use, tradenark,
grade, quality, size, origin, substance, character, nature, finish
material, content, or preparation) or credit ternms, values, policies,
services, or the nature or formof the business conducted; or

(10) To advertise the "free examnation of eyes," "free
consultation,” "consultation w thout obligation," "free advice," or any
words or phrases of simlar inport which convey the inpression to the
public that eyes are exam ned free or of a character tending to deceive
or mslead the public, or in the nature of "bait advertising;" or
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(11) To use an advertisenent of a frame or nmounting which is not
truthful in describing the frame or nmounting and all its conponent
parts. O advertise a franme or nounting at a price, unless it shall be
depicted in the adverti senent without | enses inserted, and in addition
the advertisenent nust contain a statenent imediately follow ng, or
adjacent to the advertised price, that the price is for frame or
mounting only, and does not include |enses, eye examnation and
pr of essi onal services, which statenent shall appear in type as | arge as
that used for the price, or advertise |l enses or conpl ete gl asses, viz.:
frame or nmounting with | enses included, at a price either alone or in
conjunction with professional services; or

(12) To use advertising, whether printed, radio, display, or of any
ot her nature, which inaccurately lays claimto a policy or continuing
practice of generally underselling conpetitors; or

(13) To use advertising, whether printed, radio, display or of any
ot her nature which refers inaccurately in any material particular to
any conpetitors or their goods, prices, values, credit terns, policies
or services; or

(14) To use advertising whether printed, radio, display, or of any
other nature, which states any definite anobunt of noney as "down
paynent” and any definite anmount of noney as a subsequent paynent, be
it daily, weekly, nonthly, or at the end of any period of tine.

Sec. 3. RCW69.41.030 and 1996 ¢ 178 s 17 are each anended to read
as follows:

It shall be unlawful for any person to sell, deliver, or possess
any | egend drug except upon the order or prescription of a physician
under chapter 18.71 RCW an osteopathic physician and surgeon under
chapter 18.57 RCW an optonetrist licensed under chapter 18.53 RCWwho
is certified by the optonetry board under RCW 18.53.010, a denti st

under chapter 18.32 RCW a podiatric physician and surgeon under
chapter 18.22 RCW a veterinarian wunder chapter 18.92 RCW a
comm ssioned nedical or dental officer in the United States arned
forces or public health service in the discharge of his or her official
duties, a duly licensed physician or dentist enployed by the veterans
admnistration in the discharge of his or her official duties, a
registered nurse or advanced registered nurse practitioner under
chapter 18. 79 RCWwhen aut hori zed by the nursing care quality assurance
comm ssi on, an osteopat hi ¢ physi ci an assi stant under chapter 18. 57A RCW
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when aut horized by the board of osteopathic nedicine and surgery, a
physi ci an assi stant under chapter 18.71A RCW when authorized by the
medi cal qual ity assurance comm ssion, a physician |licensed to practice
medi ci ne and surgery or a physician licensed to practice osteopathic

medi ci ne and surgery, a dentist |licensed to practice dentistry, a
podi atri c physician and surgeon |icensed to practice podi atric nedi ci ne
and surgery, or a veterinarian |licensed to practice veterinary

medi ci ne, in any province of Canada which shares a conmon border with
the state of Washington or in any state of the United States:
PROVI DED, HOWEVER, That the above provisions shall not apply to sale
delivery, or possession by drug whol esal ers or drug manufacturers, or
their agents or enployees, or to any practitioner acting wthin the

scope of his or her license, or to a commobn or contract carrier or
war ehouseman, or any enpl oyee thereof, whose possession of any | egend
drug is in the usual course of business or enploynent: PROVI DED

FURTHER, That nothing in this chapter or chapter 18.64 RCW shall
prevent a famly planning clinic that is under contract with the
departnment of social and health services from selling, delivering,
possessi ng, and di spensi ng conmerci ally prepackaged oral contraceptives
prescribed by authorized, licensed health care practitioners.

Sec. 4. RCW69.50.101 and 1998 ¢ 222 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

Unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se, definitions of terns
shall be as indicated where used in this chapter:

(a) "Adm nister"” means to apply a control |l ed substance, whether by
i njection, inhalation, ingestion, or any other neans, directly to the
body of a patient or research subject by:

(1) a practitioner authorized to prescribe (or, by the
practitioner’s authorized agent); or

(2) the patient or research subject at the direction and in the
presence of the practitioner.

(b) "Agent" neans an aut horized person who acts on behal f of or at
the direction of a manufacturer, distributor, or dispenser. It does
not include a common or contract carrier, public warehouseperson, or
enpl oyee of the carrier or warehouseperson.

(c) "Board" neans the state board of pharnmacy.
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(d) "Controlled substance" neans a drug, substance, or imedi ate
precursor included in Schedules | through V as set forth in federal or
state laws, or federal or board rules.

(e)(1) "Controlled substance anal og" neans a substance t he chem cal
structure of which is substantially simlar to the chemcal structure
of a controlled substance in Schedule | or Il and:

(1) that has a stinulant, depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on
the central nervous system substantially simlar to the stinulant,
depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on the central nervous system of

a controll ed substance included in Schedule | or Il; or
(ii) with respect to a particular individual, that the individual
represents or intends to have a stinulant, depressant, or

hal |l uci nogenic effect on the central nervous system substantially
simlar to the stinmulant, depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on the
central nervous systemof a controlled substance included in Schedul e
| or II.

(2) The term does not i ncl ude:

(1) a controlled substance;

(ii1) a substance for which there is an approved new drug
appl i cation;

(1i1) a substance with respect to which an exenption is in effect
for investigational use by a particul ar person under Section 505 of the
federal Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act, 21 U S.C. Sec. 355, to the extent
conduct with respect to the substance is pursuant to the exenption; or

(1v) any substance to the extent not intended for human consunption
before an exenption takes effect with respect to the substance.

(f) "Deliver" or "delivery," neans the actual or constructive
transfer from one person to another of a substance, whether or not
there is an agency rel ationship.

(g) "Departnent" neans the departnent of health.

(h) "D spense"” neans the interpretation of a prescription or order
for a control |l ed substance and, pursuant to that prescription or order,
the proper selection, neasuring, conpounding, |abeling, or packaging
necessary to prepare that prescription or order for delivery.

(1) "D spenser” neans a practitioner who dispenses.

(j) "Distribute" neans to deliver other than by adm nistering or
di spensing a control |l ed substance.

(k) "Distributor"” neans a person who distributes.
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(1) "Drug" neans (1) a controll ed substance recogni zed as a drug in
the official United States pharmacopoei a/national formulary or the
of ficial honmeopathic pharmacopoeia of the United States, or any
suppl enent to them (2) controlled substances intended for use in the
di agnosi s, cure, mtigation, treatnent, or prevention of disease in
individuals or animals; (3) controlled substances (other than food)
intended to affect the structure or any function of the body of
i ndividuals or animals; and (4) control |l ed substances intended for use
as a conponent of any article specified in (1), (2), or (3) of this
subsection. The term does not include devices or their conponents,
parts, or accessories.

(m "Drug enforcenment adm nistration" nmeans the drug enforcenent
admnistration in the United States Departnent of Justice, or its
successor agency.

(n) "Inmedi ate precursor” mnmeans a substance:

(1) that the state board of pharmacy has found to be and by rule
desi gnates as being the principal conmpound comonly used, or produced
primarily for use, in the manufacture of a controll ed substance;

(2) that is an inmedi ate chem cal intermediary used or likely to be
used in the manufacture of a controlled substance; and

(3) the control of which is necessary to prevent, curtail, or limt
t he manufacture of the controlled substance.

(o) "lsonmer" neans an optical isonmer, but in RCW69.50.101(r)(5),
69. 50. 204(a) (12) and (34), and 69.50.206(a)(4), the termincl udes any
geonetrical isoner; in RCW69.50.204(a) (8) and (42), and 69.50.210(c)
the termincludes any positional isoner; and in RCW69.50.204(a)(35),
69. 50. 204(c), and 69.50.208(a) the term includes any positional or
geonetric isoner.

(p) "Manufacture" neans the production, preparation, propagation,
conpoundi ng, conversion, or processing of a controlled substance,
either directly or indirectly or by extraction from substances of
natural origin, or independently by nmeans of chem cal synthesis, or by
a conbi nation of extraction and chem cal synthesis, and includes any
packagi ng or repackagi ng of the substance or |abeling or rel abeling of
its container. The termdoes not include the preparation, conpoundi ng,
packagi ng, repackaging, |labeling, or relabeling of a controlled
subst ance:
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(1) by a practitioner as an incident to the practitioner’s
adm ni stering or dispensing of a controlled substance in the course of
the practitioner’s professional practice; or

(2) by a practitioner, or by the practitioner’s authorized agent
under the practitioner’s supervision, for the purpose of, or as an
i ncident to, research, teaching, or chem cal anal ysis and not for sale.

(q) "Marijuana" or "marihuana" neans all parts of the plant
Cannabis, whether growng or not; the seeds thereof; the resin
extracted fromany part of the plant; and every conpound, manufacture,
salt, derivative, mxture, or preparation of the plant, its seeds or
resin. The termdoes not include the mature stal ks of the plant, fiber
produced fromthe stal ks, oil or cake made fromthe seeds of the plant,
any other conpound, nmanufacture, salt, derivative, mxture, or
preparation of the mature stalks (except the resin extracted
therefrom), fiber, oil, or cake, or the sterilized seed of the plant
whi ch is incapable of germ nation.

(r) "Narcotic drug" nmeans any of the follow ng, whether produced
directly or indirectly by extraction from substances of vegetable
origin, or independently by neans of chem cal synthesis, or by a
conbi nation of extraction and chem cal synthesis:

(1) Opium opiumderivative, and any derivative of opiumor opium
derivative, including their salts, isomers, and salts of isoners
whenever the existence of the salts, isoners, and salts of isoners is
possible within the specific chem cal designation. The term does not
i ncl ude the isoquinoline al kal oi ds of opium

(2) Synthetic opiate and any derivative of synthetic opiate,
including their isonmers, esters, ethers, salts, and salts of isoners,
esters, and ethers, whenever the existence of the isoners, esters,
ethers, and salts is possible within the specific chem cal designation.

(3) Poppy straw and concentrate of poppy straw.

(4) Coca | eaves, except coca |leaves and extracts of coca |eaves
from which cocaine, ecgonine, and derivatives or ecgonine or their
salts have been renoved.

(5) Cocaine, or any salt, isonmer, or salt of isoner thereof.

(6) Cocai ne base.

(7) Ecgonine, or any derivative, salt, isoner, or salt of isoner
t her eof .

(8) Any conpound, m xture, or preparation containing any quantity
of any substance referred to in subparagraphs (1) through (7).
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(s) "Opiate" nmeans any substance having an addiction-formng or
addi ction-sustaining liability simlar to norphine or being capabl e of
conversion into a drug having addi ction-form ng or addi cti on-sust ai ni ng
l[Tability. The term includes opium substances derived from opium
(opiumderivatives), and synthetic opiates. The termdoes not include,
unl ess specifically designated as controll ed under RCW 69. 50. 201, the
dextrorotatory isonmer of 3-nethoxy-n-nethylmorphinan and its salts
(dext r onet hor phan) . The term includes the racemc and |evorotatory
forms of dextronethorphan.

(t) "Opi umpoppy" neans the plant of the species Papaver somi ferum
L., except its seeds.

(u) "Person" neans i ndividual, corporation, business trust, estate,
trust, part nership, associ ati on, J oi nt vent ur e, gover nnent ,
gover nnent al subdi vi si on or agency, or any other |egal or conmerci al
entity.

(v) "Poppy straw' neans all parts, except the seeds, of the opium
poppy, after now ng.

(w) "Practitioner"” means:

(1) A physician under chapter 18.71 RCW a physician assistant
under chapter 18.71A RCW an osteopathic physician and surgeon under
chapter 18.57 RCW an optonetrist licensed under chapter 18.53 RCWwho
is certified by the optonetry board under RCW18. 53. 010 subject to any

limtations in RCW 18.53.010, a dentist under chapter 18.32 RCW a

podi atri c physici an and surgeon under chapter 18.22 RCW a veterinarian
under chapter 18.92 RCW a regi stered nurse, advanced regi stered nurse
practitioner, or licensed practical nurse under chapter 18.79 RCW a
phar maci st under chapter 18.64 RCWor a scientific investigator under
this chapter, licensed, registered or otherwi se permtted insofar as is
consistent wwth those licensing laws to distribute, dispense, conduct
research with respect to or admnister a controlled substance in the
course of their professional practice or research in this state.

(2) A pharmacy, hospital or other institution |licensed, registered,
or otherwise permtted to distribute, dispense, conduct research with
respect to or to admnister a controlled substance in the course of
prof essional practice or research in this state.

(3) A physician licensed to practice nedicine and surgery, a
physician licensed to practice osteopathic nedicine and surgery, a
dentist licensed to practice dentistry, a podiatric physician and
surgeon licensed to practice podiatric nedicine and surgery, or a
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veterinarian licensed to practice veterinary nedicine in any state of
the United States.

(x) "Prescription” neans an order for controlled substances issued
by a practitioner duly authorized by law or rule in the state of
Washi ngton to prescribe controll ed substances within the scope of his
or her professional practice for a legitimte nedical purpose.

(y) "Production" includes the manufacturing, planting, cultivating,
growi ng, or harvesting of a controlled substance.

(z) "Secretary" means the secretary of health or the secretary’s
desi gnee.

(aa) "State,"” unless the context otherw se requires, neans a state
of the United States, the District of Colunbia, the Comonweal th of
Puerto Rico, or a territory or insular possession subject to the
jurisdiction of the United States.

(bb) "Utimte user"” nmeans an individual who awfully possesses a
controll ed substance for the individual’s own use or for the use of a
menber of the individual’s household or for adm nistering to an ani mal
owned by the individual or by a nenber of the individual’s househol d.

(cc) "Electronic comunication of prescription informtion” neans
the communication of prescription information by conputer, or the
transm ssion of an exact visual imge of a prescription by facsimle,
or other electronic neans for original prescription information or
prescription refill information for a Schedule 111-V controlled
substance between an authorized practitioner and a pharmacy or the
transfer of prescription information for a controlled substance from
one pharmacy to anot her pharmacy.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A new section is added to chapter 18.53 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Notwi t hstanding any other provision of law, no hospital that
provi des health care services to the general public may discrimnate
against a qualified optonetrist |icensed under this chapter who applies
for hospital privileges. For purposes of this section, discrimnation
includes, but is not limted to, the denial of hospital privileges to
licensed optonetrists who seek such privileges to facilitate the
performance of any neans, nethod, or procedure within their scope of
practice and who otherwise neet all «credentialing requirenments
reasonably related to the practice of optonetry in a hospital setting.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. A new section is added to chapter 70.41 RCW
to read as foll ows:

A hospital that provides health care services to the general public
may not discrimnate against a qualified optonetrist |icensed under
chapter 18.53 RCWwho has applied to practice with the hospital solely
because the optonetrist is board certified or eligible under an
approved optonetrist certifying board instead of board certified or
eligible, respectively, under an approved nedical certifying board.
For purposes of this section, discrimnation includes, but is not
limted to, the denial of hospital privileges to |licensed optonetrists
who seek such privileges to facilitate the performance of any neans,
met hod, or procedure within their scope of practice and who ot herw se
meet all credentialing requirements reasonably related to the practice
of optonetry in a hospital setting.

Sec. 7. RCW18.34.020 and 1995 ¢ 178 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

The term"secretary” wherever used in this chapter ((shal)) neans
the secretary of health of the state of Wshington. The term
"apprentice" wherever used in this chapter ((shalt)) neans a person who
((shall—be)) is designated an apprentice in the records of the
secretary at the request of a physician, registered optonetrist, or
| i censee hereunder, who shall thereafter be the primary supervisor of
the apprentice. The apprentice may thereafter receive from a
physi ci an, registered optonetrist, or |icensee hereunder training and
direct supervision in the work of a dispensing optician. The term
"refracting” whenever used in this chapter neans the neasurenent of the
powers or range of a person’s vision by the use of a series of |enses
and their rotation to determine the degree of correction needed to
conpensate for hyperopia, nyopia, presbyopia, astigmatism prism or
any conbi nation of these. "Prescription nodification" whenever used in
this chapter, neans the ability of a licensed refracting optician to
alter a prescription within a cumulative plus or mnus 2.00 diopter of
change provided that there is no nore than plus or mnus 1.00 diopter
of change at any one tine during a six-nonth period. A licensed
refracting optician nust provide a patient with a copy of the changes
to take with him or her to a provider of choice. The original
prescriber will be notified in witing within fourteen days of any
nodifications nmade to the original prescription and will also be
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provided with a copy of the patient’'s gquestionnaire and the signed
i nf ormed consent docunent.

Sec. 8. RCW18.34.060 and 1957 ¢ 43 s 6 are each anmended to read
as follows:

A di spensing optician is a person who prepares duplications of, or
prepares and dispenses |enses, spect acl es, eyegl asses and/ or
appurtenances thereto to the intended wearers thereof on witten
prescriptions from physicians or optonetrists, and in accordance with
((sueh)) the prescriptions, neasures, adapts, adjusts and fabricates
((sueh)) the Ilenses, spectacles, eyeglasses and/or appurtenances
thereto to the human face for the aid or correction of visual or ocular
anonmal i es of the human eye((—PROVWBED—HOMEVER—That) ). However
contact lenses may be fitted only upon a witten prescription of a
physician or optonetrist. A refracting optician is a |icensed
di spensing optician who has received an endorsenent fromthe secretary
to practice refractonetry and to nodify prescriptions.

Sec. 9. RCW18.34.050 and 1984 c 287 s 32 are each anended to read
as follows:

The dispensing optician examning conmttee shall neet at such
times as deened necessary by the secretary to prepare and adm nister
the state’s licensing exam nations and to provide technical expertise,
advi ce, and nmake reconmendations to the secretary on the adm nistration
of the dispensing optician statute and disciplinary matters of
| i censees. The exam ning commttee ((shalt)) consists of ((three))
five persons. Four persons nust be prinmarily engaged in the business
of di spensing opticians and ((whe—ewr+entty)) hold a ((val+d)) current
license under this chapter. One of the |licensed dispensing optician
nenbers shall be a licensed refracting optician. One nenber nust be a
nenber of the general public. Menbers of the commttee shall be
conpensated in accordance with RCW 43.03. 240 and shall be rei nbursed
for travel expenses in accordance with RCW 43.03. 050 and 43. 03. 060.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 10. A new section is added to chapter 18.34 RCW
to read as foll ows:

An applicant for endorsenent as a refracting optician nust first be
licensed as a dispensing optician under this chapter and neet the
foll ow ng additional requirenents:
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(1) Conpletion of eighty hours of coursework froman accredited or
approved institution or association including, but not limted to, the
follow ng topics: Theory of refraction, anatony, pathology, and
know edge of equi pnent operation;

(2) Conpletion of two hundred refractive exam nations. The two
hundred refractive exam nations are under the direct supervision of a
licensed optonetrist or a |icensed ophthal nol ogi st who shall certify
the conpletion of the exam nations and send notification directly to
t he departnent;

(3) Continuing education or conpetency requirenents as determ ned
by the secretary.

The secretary shall adopt by rule the exam nation requirenments to
endorse refracting opticians. An applicant for endorsenent as a
refracting optician may take the examnation if he or she pays an
exam nation fee, determned by the secretary, as provided in RCW
43. 70. 250.

A refracting optician who has successfully conpleted the
requi renents of this section wll have the endorsenent of "CRO' pl aced
on his or her dispensing optician |icense by the secretary.

Sec. 11. RCW18. 34.080 and 1995 c 198 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The examnation to license a dispensing optician shal
determ ne whether the applicant has a thorough know edge of the
principles governing the practice of a dispensing optician which is
her eby decl ared necessary for the protection of the public health. The
examning comittee may ((appreve—an—examnatton—prepared—or

adt-hertties)) prepare and admi nister, or approve the preparation and
admnistration of, exam nations for applicants for licensure. The
secretary shall |icense successful exam nees and the |license shall be
conspi cuously displayed in the place of business of the |icensee.

(2) The witten and practical examnation to certify a refracting
optician shall determ ne whether the applicant has a thorough know edge
of the principles governing the practice of refraction. After the
initial exam the examning conmttee nmay prepare and adm nister, or
approve the preparation and admnistration of, examnations for
applicants for licensure. The secretary shall issue an endorsenent to
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successful examnees and the endorsenent shall be conspicuously
di splayed in the place of business of the |icensee.

Sec. 12. RCW 18. 34.120 and 1996 c¢ 191 s 18 are each amended to
read as foll ows:

Each |i censee ((hereunder)) or holder of an endorsenent under this
chapter shall pay a renewal registration fee determned by the
secretary as provided in RCW 43.70.250 and 43.70.280. The secretary
may  adopt rules establishing mandatory continuing education
requi renents to be net by persons applying for |icense or endorsenent
renewal .

Sec. 13. RCW 18. 34. 136 and 1987 c¢ 150 s 19 are each anmended to
read as foll ows:

The wuniform disciplinary act, chapter 18.130 RCW governs
unlicensed practice, the issuance and denial of licenses, and the
di scipline of |icensees under this chapter. No person may practice or
represent hinself or herself as a refracting optician wthout first
havi ng obt ai ned an endorsenent fromthe secretary.

Sec. 14. RCW18. 34.010 and 1957 ¢ 43 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

Not hing in this chapter shall:

(1) Be construed to limt or restrict a duly |licensed physician or
optonetri st or enployees working under the personal supervision of a
duly lI'i censed physician or optonetrist fromthe practices enunerated in
this chapter, and each such |icensed physician and optonetrist shal
have all the rights and privileges which may accrue under this chapter
to di spensing opticians |icensed hereunder;

(2) Be construed to prohibit an unlicensed person from performng
mechani cal work upon inert matter in an optical office, |aboratory, or
shop;

(3) Be construed to prohibit an unlicensed person fromengaging in
the sale of spectacles, eyeglasses, magnifying glasses, goggles,
sungl asses, telescopes, binoculars, or any such articles which are
conpl etely preassenbled and sold only as nerchandi se;

(4) Be construed to authorize or permt a |icensee ((hereunder))
under this chapter to hold hinself or herself out as being able to, or
to offer to, or to undertake to attenpt, by any manner of neans, to
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((exam-ne—or)) exercise eyes, diagnose, treat, ((eerreety)) relieve,
operate, or prescribe for any human ail nent, ((deft+eteneys)) deformity,
di sease, or injury.

If a licensed refracting optician is unable to select |enses that
provide at a m ninum 20/40 vision in either eye to the consuner, he or

she shall refer the consuner to a licensed optonetrist or
ophthal nblogist. If alicensed refracting opticianis observing change
of nore than plus or mnus 1.00 diopter of power in either eye, he or
she shall refer the consuner to a licensed optonetrist or

ophthal nblogist. A licensed refracting optician shall not nmodify an
original prescription beyond plus or mnus 2 diopters of change
provided that there is no nore than plus or mnus 1.00 diopter of
change at any one tinme during a six-nonth period. A licensed
refracting optician may only nodify a prescription for a consuner that
has had an eye health exam within tw years for contact |enses and
within tw years for glasses. A licensed refracting optician wll not
nodify a prescription of a child ten years old or younger or an adult
sixty-four years or older. A licensed refracting optician will notify
in witing the original prescriber wthin fourteen days of any
nodi fications nade to the original prescription, and will also provide
a copy of the patient’s questionnaire and the signed inforned consent
docunent.
