THAT, At the next general election to be held in this state the
secretary of state shall submt to the qualified voters of the state
for their approval and ratification, or rejection, an anmendnment to
Article VII of the Constitution of the state of Washi ngton by addi ng a
new section to read as foll ows:

Article VI, section. . . Notw thstandi ng any other provision of
this Constitution, the |egislature nmay provide property tax relief by
allow ng property valuation increases to be spread over tine. The
| egi sl ature may place restrictions and conditions upon the granting of
relief as it deens proper.

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That this anmendnent shall apply to taxes
| evied for collection in 2002 and thereafter.

BE I T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the secretary of state shall cause
notice of this constitutional anendnent to be published at |east four
times during the four weeks next preceding the election in every |egal
newspaper in the state.
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
