NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 46.01 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The departnent may adopt necessary rules and procedures to all ow
use of credit and debit cards for paynent of fees and excise taxes to
the departnment and its agents or subagents related to vehicle and
vessel titling and registration. The departnent may establish a
conveni ence fee to be paid by the credit or debit card user whenever a
credit or debit card is chosen as the paynent nethod. The fee nust be
sufficient to offset the charges inposed on the departnent and its
agents and subagents by credit and debit card conpanies. In no event
may the use of credit or debit cards authorized by this section create
a loss of revenue to the state.
