(a) Assess needs in vocational agriculture education, assist |ocal
school districts in establishing vocational agriculture prograns,
review | ocal school district applications for approval of vocationa
agriculture progranms, evaluate existing prograns, plan research and
studies for the i nprovenent of curriculummaterials for specialty areas
of vocational agriculture. Standards and criteria devel oped under this
subsection shall satisfy the mandates of federally-assisted vocati onal
educati on;

(b) Develop in-service prograns for teachers and adm ni strators of
vocational agriculture, review application for vocational agriculture
teacher certification, and assist in teacher recruitnment and pl acenent
in vocational agriculture prograns;

(c) Serve as a liaison with the Future Farners of Anerica,
representatives of business, industry, and appropri ate public agenci es,
and institutions of higher education in order to dissemnate
i nformati on, pronote inprovenent of vocational agriculture prograns,
and assist in the developnent of adult and continuing education
prograns in vocational agriculture; and

(d) Establish an advisory task force commttee of agriculturists,
who represent the diverse areas of the agricultural industry in
Washi ngt on, which shall make annual recomendati ons incl udi ng, but not
limted to, the devel opnent of curriculum staffing, strategies for the
pur pose of establishing a source of trained and qualified individuals
in agriculture, and strategies for articulating the state programin
vocational agricul ture education, including youth | eadership t hr oughout
the state school system
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
