VWHEREAS, Washi ngton state trade m ssions play a vital and i nportant
role in the state’s econom c devel opnent, pronoting the growh of
busi nesses and agriculture, and resulting in job creation; and

WHEREAS, The participation of Washington state legislators in trade
m ssions is crucial to the success of fostering strong relations with
the state’s trading partners and of creating new trade opportunities
for businesses in Washington state; and

WHEREAS, The participation of Washington state |l egislators in trade
m ssions enables the legislature to craft |egislation which better
addresses trade and fosters better understandi ng between the peopl e of
Washi ngton state and the people of other nations; and

WHEREAS, The invol venent of Washington state legislators in trade
m ssi ons shoul d be governed by protocols adopted by the |egislature;

NOW THEREFORE, BE |IT RESCLVED, By the Senate of the state of
Washi ngt on, the House of Representatives concurring, That the foll ow ng
protocols for legislative participation in executive agency trade
m ssi ons be established; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That state trade m ssions will be initiated
and organi zed by the executive of the agency, which includes the Ofice
of the Governor; and
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BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the executive agency organizing the
trade mssion wll informboth houses of the | egislature of forthcom ng
mssions in a tinmely nmanner. In its official notice to the
| egi sl ature, the executive agency shall be responsible for providing
the foll ow ng information:

(1) A statenent of trade m ssion objectives, dates, and expected
itinerary; and

(2) A description of the type of know edge, background, and
experience held by a del egati on nenber which m ght provide assistance
to the trade m ssion; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That t he agency may request that one of the
participating |egislators serve as designated |eader of the trade
m ssi on; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That at |east one or nore | egislators from
each caucus of the Senate and the House of Representatives my
participate in the trade m ssion, depending on the size and scope of
the m ssion. The agency wll be notified of the |egislative
participants in a tinmely manner; and

BE |IT FURTHER RESCLVED, That whenever possible, |egislators
possessi ng busi ness, foreign market, |anguage, cultural expertise, or
an interest pertinent to the trade mssion are encouraged to
participate; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That each legislative participant is
responsi ble for assisting the trade m ssion achieve its stated goals
and obj ectives; and

BE I T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the designated |eader of the trade
mssion will work closely wth agency staff to develop the trade
m ssion protocols and responsibilities and define the working
relationship with agency staff; and

BE |IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That followi ng conpletion of the trade
m ssion, upon request, each legislative participant is encouraged to
provi de feedback concerning the mssion and its results to the agency
ina tinmely manner; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That nothing in this resolution precludes
menbers of the legislature fromparticipating in the m ssion.
