THAT, At the next general election to be held in this state the
secretary of state shall submt to the qualified voters of the state
for their approval and ratification, or rejection, an anendnment to
Article 1V, section 17 of the Constitution of the state of Wshi ngton
to read as foll ows:

Article 1V, section 17. ((Ne)) A person ((shalH—be)) is not
eligible to hold the office of ((judge)) justice of the suprene
court ( (—er—fudge—of—asuperior—eourt)) unl ess he ((shatH—havebeen))

or she is admtted to the practice of law in the courts of record of
t his state((;—er—ef—the—TFerritory—of Vashingten)). A person is not
eligible to hold the office of judge of a superior court unless he or
she has been admtted to the practice of lawin the courts of record of
this state not less than five years prior to taking office.

2 newspaper in the state.
