NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. (1) The departnent of social and health
services shall report to the legislature the following information
regardi ng children in out-of-hone care who renmai ned i n out - of -honme care
| onger than ninety days for at | east one pl acenent epi sode and received
"fee for service" nedical assistance during fiscal year 1999:

(a) The nunber of children who were prescri bed nedi cati on during an
out - of - hone care epi sode;

(b) The nedical diagnosis for all <children on prescribed
medi cati ons;

(c) The nunber, types, and frequency of nedications prescribed to
chil dren;

(d) The nunber of children receiving multiple nedications;

(e) The nunber of children prescribed Ritalin; and

(f) The total nunber of children in out-of-hone care episodes
exceedi ng ninety days during fiscal year 1999, and the nunber of those
children receiving nedication.
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(2) For purposes of this section, "nedication" neans psychotropic
medi cation or other nedication prescribed to address psychiatric or
ot her behavi oral issues.

(3) The report is due to the legislature on or before Decenber 15,
2000.
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
