| amreturning herewith, w thout nmy approval as to section 8,
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1006 entitl ed:

"AN ACT Rel ating to sentencing for crinmes involving drugs or

al cohol ;"

Section 8 of E2SHB 1006 woul d authori ze District and Superi or
Courts to establish drug court progranms for "offenders that have
been diverted by the courts fromthe normal course of prosecution
for drug offenses.” This section is not necessary to the operation
of the bill, and violates the separation of powers doctrine. The
courts, as a separate branch of governnent, already have authority
to establish progranms |like these, and are in fact now operating
themin several counties. Additionally, including District Courts
in this section could inply that the state would fund drug court
prograns established by those courts. Funding of District Court
prograns has not been specifically discussed in the |egislature.
Finally, the reference in section 8 to "drug of fenders" could inply
that state funding cannot be provided to progranms serving drug-
addi ct ed nonvi ol ent property offenders, as sone now do.

For these reasons, | have vetoed section 8 of Engrossed Second
Substitute House Bill No. 1006.

Wth the exception of section 8, Engrossed Second Substitute
House Bill No. 1006 is approved.
