the informati on or woul d have pl aced the student in an alternative
pl acenent . School districts shall advise parents of the
consequences of the failure to provide the requested information.

Directs | awenforcenment and prosecuting attorneys to cooperate
with schools inreleasing information to a school pertaining to the
i nvestigation, diversion, and prosecution of a juvenil e supervised

by the school. Incident reports shall be rel eased unl ess rel easing
the records would jeopardize the investigation or prosecution or
endanger W tnesses. If release of incident reports would

j eopardi ze the i nvestigation or prosecution or endanger w t nesses,
| aw enf orcenent and prosecuting attorneys shall rel ease i nformati on
to the maxi numextent possible to assist schools in supervisingthe
juvenil e and protecting other students, staff, and school property.
