HB 1692 - DI GEST
(SUBSTI TUTED FOR - SEE 2ND SUB)

Provides that investigative interviewers shall receive
introductory and ongoing specialized training in interviewng
children. Specialized training shall be prioritized for persons
primarily responsible for investigating child abuse.

Directs the comm ssion, the departnent of social and health
servi ces, and the Washi ngton associ ation of prosecuting attorneys
to design and inplenent state-wide training that contains
consistent elenents for persons engaged in the interview ng of
children, including |law enforcenent, prosecution, and child
protective services.

Directs the departnment to establish three pilot projects
i nvolving child abuse and negl ect investigations. The projects
shal | use different nmethods and techni ques to conduct and preserve
interviews with alleged child victins of abuse and negl ect.

Makes appropriations of unspecified anobunts to carry out the
pur poses of the act.
