HB 1888 - DI GEST

Declares an intent that patients covered by health plans
receive quality health care designed to maintain and i nprove their
heal t h. The purpose of this act is to ensure that health plan
patients: (1) Have sufficient and tinely access to clinically and
culturally appropriate health care services designed to maintain
and i nprove health;

(2) have adequate choice among qualified health care
pr of essi onal s;

(3) are assured that health care decisions are nade by
appropriate nedi cal personnel based upon sound nedi cal standards;

(4) have i nproved access to information regarding their health
pl ans;

(5) have access to a quick and inpartial process for appealing
pl an deni als of health care coverage;

(6) are protected from unnecessary invasions of health care
privacy;

(7) are assured that personal health care information will be
used only as necessary to obtain and pay for health care or to
i nprove the quality of care; and

(8) are protected fromunfair and deceptive practices.
