Directs the departnent to establish incone, resource, and
cost-sharing requirenents in accordance with federal |aw I n
devel opi ng prem umobl i gati ons and cost-sharing requirenments under
this act, the departnent nust strongly consider that individuals
recei ving benefits under this act: (1) WIIl be enployed, and may
be earning significant incone. Prem um obligations and cost-
sharing requi renents nust be designed to reduce the public funding
needed to subsidize the cost of coverage, but nust not be set so
hi gh as to create substantial barriers to obtaining coverage under
this act; and

(2) may have enpl oyer-sponsored health insurance coverage.
The departnment nmust make every effort to maxi m ze opportunities to
coordi nate benefits with enpl oyer-sponsored coverage available to
i ndi vi dual s receiving benefits under this act.

Provi des that the act shall be null and void if appropriations
are not approved.
