HB 2371 - DI GEST

Provides that: (1) A person commts the crine of obstruction

of mail if the person intentionally obstructs or unreasonably
del ays: (a) the passage of the mil; or (b)) a carrier or
conveyance carrying the nail

(2) Qostruction of mail is a gross m sdeneanor.

Provides that: (1) A person commts the crine of destruction
of letter boxes if the person knowi ngly and maliciously: (a) tears
down or destroys a letter box belonging to another; or (b) breaks
open a letter box bel onging to another.

(2) Destruction of letter boxes is a gross m sdeneanor.

Provides that: (1) A person commts the crine of destruction
of mail if the person know ngly and maliciously injures, destroys,
or defaces mail of another that has been deposited in an authorized
deposi tory.

(2) Destruction of mail is a class C fel ony.

Provides that: (1) A person commts the crinme of mail theft
or receipt of stolen mail if the person know ngly: (a) takes, or
by fraud or deception, obtains mail of another from a nail
receptacle, authorized depository, or mail carrier; (b) secretes,
enbezzl es, or destroys mail of another; (c) takes, or by fraud or
deception, obtains nmail of another that has been left for
collection on or adjacent to an authorized depository or nmai
receptacle; or (d) buys, receives, conceals, or unlawfully
possesses mail of another knowng that the mail was taken,
obt ai ned, or enbezzled as described in this subsection.

(2) Mail theft or receipt of stolen mail is a class C fel ony.
