Finds that there is a need to evaluate the effectiveness and
efficiency of state and local Iand use planning protecting
t hreat ened and endangered species and to establish tinelines for
agency rule making rel ated to shorelines to correspond with fundi ng
for local shoreline master prograns and wth collaborative
negotiations wth federal agencies regarding assurances for
endanger ed speci es protection.

Directs the joint task force on shoreline planning to
coordinate, to the extent possible, with the national nmarine
fisheries service and the United States fish and wldlife service
to ensure that species protection provided under the shoreline
managenent act neets federal protection requirenents under the
endanger ed speci es act.

Provides that the joint task force on shoreline planni ng shal
commence July 1, 2000, periodically report its findings and any
recommendations to the legislature, and present a final report
addressing the recommendati ons of the joint task force on shoreline
pl anning to the | egislature by Decenber 31, 2001.
