Provides that, if the judgnent creditor fails to file an
acknow edgnent of satisfaction of the judgnment with the court
within sixty days of receiving paynent when the judgnment debtor
pays the judgnent creditor rather than the court, the judgnent
creditor shall be liable: (1) For an anount equal to interest on
t he amount of such judgnment conputed at twelve percent per year
fromthe sixty-first day after the paynment of the judgnent by the
judgnment debtor wuntil the judgnent creditor acknow edges the
satisfaction with the court; and

(2) for actual danmages or two hundred fifty dollars, whichever
is greater, and any costs and attorneys’ fees associated wth
actions taken by the judgnent debtor to get the satisfaction
properly acknow edged by the court.
