HB 2663-S2 - DI GEST

(DI GEST AS ENACTED)

Declares that, in order to protect the public health, safety,
and wel fare, and reduce the econom c and soci etal costs associ ated
with untreated schizophrenia and other simlar psychiatric and
neur ol ogi cal conditions, the legislature intends to pronote access
to atypical antipsychotic nedications by those unable to access
them and who present a risk of harm to thenselves and to the
comunity.

Provides that, to the extent funds are appropriated, the
departnent of social and health services shall request proposals
that pronote access to atypical antipsychotic nedications to
persons who neet the followng criteria: (1) The person has
schi zophreni a or other psychiatric or neurol ogical condition that
is treated with atypical antipsychotic nedication;

(2) the person’s incone is less than two hundred percent of
the federal poverty level; and

(3) the person is not covered by insurance or other benefit
that pays for atypical antipsychotic nedications.

Requi res t he Washi ngton institute for public policy to conduct
an evaluation of this act to determne the following: (1) Qutcones
for persons receiving atypical antipsychotic nmedi cations under the
provi sions of this act, including, but not limted to the person’s:
(a) ability to performbasic living skills and maintain a job; (b)
adherence to nedi cation regi nens; (c) nunber of inpatient placenent
or acute care services after having received atypi cal anti psychotic
medi cations; and (d) crimnal <conviction record for further
offenses, if any, after having received atypical antipsychotic
medi cati ons;

(2) the extent to which this act increases access to atypical
anti psychotic nedications to the targeted popul ation; and

(3) the uniformty by health care providers in prescribing
atypi cal antipsychotic nedi cations anong the popul ation identified
under the provisions of this act.

Requires the Wshington institute for public policy to
identify the nunber of children and the nunber of adults served,;
and out cones, access, and uniformty for both children and adults.

Requires the Washington institute for public policy to report
to the legislature by January 1, 2002.
