Provides that the licensing entity for health professionals
licensed inthis state to prescribe control | ed substances shall not
take action against the health professional’s license, if the
health professional follows the accepted standard of care for
treatment of intractable pain with controll ed substances and the
i censed health professional obtains infornmed consent.

Decl ares that prescription of controlled substances included
in Schedules 1l through V for intractable pain by a health
professional licensed in this state to prescribe controlled
substances is not a crimnal offense.
