SB 5132 - DI GEST

(SUBSTI TUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Requires every child day-care center and famly day-care
provider to promnently post the followng itens, clearly visible
to parents and staff: (1) The license issued under this chapter;

(2) the notice of any pendi ng enforcenent action. The notice
must be posted i medi ately upon recei pt. The notice nust be posted
for at least two weeks or wuntil the violation causing the
enforcenment action is corrected, whichever is |onger;

(3) a notice that inspection reports and any notices of
enforcenment actions for the previous three years are avail able from
the Iicensee and the departnent; and

(4) any other information required by the departnent.

Requires every child day-care center and famly day-care
provider to have readily available for review by the departnent,
parents, and the public a copy of each inspection report and notice
of enforcenent action received by the center or provider fromthe
departnment for the past three years.

Directs the departnent to place a child day-care center or
famly day-care provider on nonreferral status or stop placenent
status if the center or provider has failed or refused to conply
with chapter 74.15 RCWor rul es adopted under that chapter and an
enf orcenment action has been taken.

Directs the departnent to establish and maintain a toll-free
t el ephone nunber for communi cation of information regarding child
day-care centers and fam |y day-care providers. The nunber shal
be published in reasonably avail able printed and el ectroni c nedi a.
The nunber shall be easily identifiable as a nunber for
communi cation of information as set forth in this act.
