Brief Description: Requiring identification of drug-affected
infants and providing treatnent services to their nothers.

SB 5480 - DI GEST
(SUBSTI TUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Provides that, in an effort to reduce the harnful effects of
drug-affected infants: (1) Awnman's prinmary health care provider
shal | : (1) identify and screen pregnant and |actating wonen
according to the criteria devel oped by the departnment of health
pursuant to chapter 70.83E RCW (ii) convey tothe infant’s primary
heal t h care provi der screening findings that woul d suggest the need
for testing of the infant, or conduct the testing; (iii) informthe
birth nother of an infant who tests positive that she can have a
tubal ligation at no cost to her within six nonths follow ng the
birth; and (iv) inform the birth nother of an infant who tests
positive of appropriate drug treatnment and birth control services.

(2) The provider shall not be liable for a decision regarding
testing or reporting unless the decision anmounts to gross
negl i gence or intentional m sconduct.

Provides that the health care provider of a newborn infant
shal | : (1) Test any infant the provider reasonably believes is
drug-affected; and

(2) notify the departnent of the nane and address of the
parent or parents of a drug-affected infant.

Decl ares that the provider shall not be Iiable for a decision
regardi ng testing or reporting unl ess the deci sion anounts to gross
negl i gence or intentional m sconduct.

Directs the departnment to investigate all reports received
under this act.

Est abl i shes procedures for the filing of dependency petitions.
