Brief Description: Establishing reading incentive awards.
SB 5753 - DI GEST

Declares that a reading incentive program to conpensate
parents of first grade students who have achieved appropriate
readi ng accuracy and fluency skills is created. The program shal
be adm nistered as foll ows: (1) Before the end of the academc
year, first grade teachers nay evaluate the reading abilities of
their students. Teachers have the sole discretion in determ ning
if a student has achieved the appropriate first grade reading
| evel ;

(2) teachers shall provide a redeemabl e reading certificate to
all first grade students achieving the appropriate first grade
readi ng | evel;

(3) parents of the children who received the certificates may
endorse the reading certificate and submt it to the superintendent
of public instruction for paynment in the anmount of fifty dollars,
or the parent may choose to donate his or her certificate to a
readi ng endowrent fund established by the district;

(4) upon receiving the certificates the superintendent of
public instruction shall redeem the certificates for the face
anmount .

Makes an appropriation of three mllion five hundred thousand
dollars for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2000, fromthe general
fund to the superintendent of public instruction for the purposes
of this act.

Makes an appropriation of three mllion five hundred thousand
dollars for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2001, fromthe general
fund to the superintendent of public instruction for the purposes
of this act.
