SB 6137-S - DIGEST

(DIGEST OF PROPOSED 1ST SUBSTITUTE)

Creates a death penalty task force for the purpose of
conducting a review of the existing statutes and court rules to
determine the following: (1) The adequacy of the counsel and
resources provided defendants in capital offense cases;

(2) the uniformity of decision making by prosecuting attorneys
in terms of charging defendants with aggravated first degree murder
and the criteria in such decisions;

(3) the impact of race, ethnicity, gender, and economic status
on the likelihood of a defendant being charged with aggravated
first degree murder; and

(4) whether there are revisions to existing statutes and court
rules which, if implemented, would decrease the likelihood of an
inappropriate imposition of the death penalty.

Makes appropriations to carry out the purposes of the act.
