among candidates for that office who are affiliated with that party9

that were cast by only voters choosing to affiliate with that party,10

and declare that party’s nominee for that office to be the candidate11

who received a plurality of the votes for candidates affiliated with12

that party that were cast by both voters who choose to affiliate with13

that party and voters who choose to be undeclared. The state central14

committee must take this action, and notify the filing officer for the15

particular office, no later than two weeks after the date of the16

primary.

EFFECT: Allows a major party to change its nominee for a specific
partisan office to be the candidate who received a plurality of
the votes among its candidates for that office cast by both voters
who are affiliated with that party and voters who are undeclared,
rather than the candidate who received a plurality of the votes
among its candidates cast by only voters who are affiliated with
that party.
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
