Background:

Currently, health plans for state employees and employer-sponsored group policies
provide coverage for neurodevelopmental therapies for covered individuals age 6 and

under. A recent sunrise report by the Department of Health recommended that the age
limitation for coverage of neurodevelopmental therapies be dropped.

Summary of BiIll:
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Health plans for public employees and employer-sponsored group policies will provide
coverage for neurodevelopmental therapies for covered individuals, regardless of age.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
Testimony For: Insurance coverage of neurodevelopmental therapies should be
continued beyond a child’s sixth birthday. Schools are not equipped to provide all these
services for older children.
