When unidentified human remains are found, a county coroner or medical examiner
attempts to identify the remains. If the coroner or medical examiner is unable to identify
the remains, a qualified dentist then attempts to identify the remains by way of a dental
examination.
If the human remains are still unidentifiable, the coroner or medical examiner forwards
the dental examination records of the unidentified remains to the Washington State Patrol
(WSP). The dental examination records are then entered into the WSP’s dental
identification system.

The dental identification system stores the dental examination records and compares the
records with other dental records filed by law enforcement authorities of unidentified
human remains.
