Brief Summary of Bill

Requires the Secretary of State to print and distribute a voters’ pamphlet for primary
elections that include a statewide measure or office.

Background:

The Secretary of State is required to print and distribute a voters’ pamphlet whenever a
statewide measure or office appears on a general election ballot. The pamphlet must
include candidate statements as well as information on ballot measures, campaigns, public
disclosure requirements, political parties, precinct committee officers, and the caucus and
convention process for presidential elections. The pamphlet must be distributed to
households, libraries, and other appropriate locations, and may be made available in
electronic form.

Summary of Bill:

The Secretary of State is required to print and distribute a voters’ pamphlet for both
primary and general elections that involve a statewide measure or office.

Rulemaking Authority: No express authority.

Appropriation: None.
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Fiscal Note: Available.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
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
