Background:

Adult family home, boarding home, and assisted living providers are reporting large
increases in the cost of liability insurance. Some residential care services are not covered
by long-term care insurance.

Summary of Bill:

The Office of the Insurance Commissioner is required to study the availability and
affordability of liability insurance for adult family home, boarding home, and assisted living
providers. The office will also study the extent to which long-term care insurance covers
residential care services.
