Background:

Certain state agencies are required to provide voter registration services for employees and
the public. The secretary of state informs the public of the availability of voter registration
and provides standard voter registration forms for use by these state agencies.

Institutions of higher education are required by federal law to provide voter registration
services to students.

Summary of Bill:

Institutions of higher education are required to set up an active prompt on its course
registration web site or other web site actively used by students that will link the student to
the secretary of state’s voter registration web site.

Appropriation: None.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
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
