Background: In 1997, the Washington Legislature merged the functions of the Office of
Marine Safety into the Department of Ecology. The statute eliminated the office and the
position of administrator of the Office of Marine Safety. However, some references to the
position were not deleted from some statutes when the law was passed.

Summary of Bill: References to the administrator of the now abolished Office of Marine
Safety are deleted.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
