Summary of Bill: Subject to approval by the Capitol Campus Committee, the Department
of General Administration (Department) must designate a portion of the east capitol site, in
the vicinity of the Korean War Memorial, as the Veterans Memorial Plaza. The Department
must adopt rules allowing organizations, at their own cost, to place memorials within the
Veterans Memorial Plaza commemorating combat or peacekeeping action in which under
United States or Washington State authority, military forces have been deployed or served
as direct support.
