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Brief Description: Funding bicycle and pedestrian safety.

Background: Special motor vehicle license plates are those plates containing a unique design
recognizing a particular organization or membership in a particular group. Some of these
special plates are used to raise money for particular causes and others are used to honor
residents of the state for particular activities.

The bicycle and pedestrian safety account is used to support bicycle and pedestrian education
and safety programs.

Summary: Cooper Jones Act license plate emblems are created to fund the bicycle and
pedestrian safety account. There is no renewal fee. The funds from the emblem sales are
collected and used by the Department of Licensing (DOL) until all expenses of designing and
producing the emblems are recovered. Thereafter, DOL may collect up to $5 of the fee for
administrative and collection expenses, and the remaining proceeds are credited to the bicycle
and pedestrian safety account.
