The State Capitol
Furnishings Preservation Committee exists to recover and preserve the original and historic
furnishings of the buildings on the state capitol campus, including those of the Legislative
Building.
Summary of Bill: State officers and employees are allowed to solicit funds for the
preservation and restoration of the Legislative Building. An exemption for these activities
is made from the ethics laws.
