Background:

All property in Washington is subject to an assessment and taxation for state, county, and

other taxing district purposes. Machinery and equipment that is owned by farmers as personal

property is exempt from state property taxes if the machinery and equipment is used
exclusively for growing and producing agricultural products.

A farmer's personal property is not exempt from the tax levied by a county or other special
taxing district.

Summary:

Machinery and equipment owned by afarmer as personal property is exempt from county

property taxesif the farmer does not livein arural county. To qualify for the exemption, the

personal property must be used exclusively for the growing and production of agricultural
products.
