1. licensed or ordained ministers,

2. priests;

3. supreme court justices;

4. judges of the court of appedls,

5. superior court judges; and

6. judgesof district and municipal courts.

Elected officials, whether active or retired, in the executive or legidative branch of state, county,
or municipal government may perform marriage ceremonies.
