*  The Department of Social and Health Services may inspect adult family homes every 24
months, if they have had three consecutive inspections without a citation.

Background:

Adult family homes provide room, board, and care to elderly and disabled individuals statewide.
Currently, there are 2,083 licensed adult family homes providing care to 11,000 individuals, 3,274
of whom are Medicaid clients. These homes are licensed to care for up to six unrelated
individuals, and they are regulated by the Department of Social and Health Services
(Department). State law currently requires that the department conduct inspections at |east every
18 months, subject to funding.

Summary of Bill:

The Department is authorized to conduct inspections of adult family homes every 24 monthsin
homes that have had three consecutive inspections without any citations.

Appropriation: None.
Fiscal Note: Not requested.
Effective Date: The bill takes effect 90 days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
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
