Background: Under the Washington Housing Policy Act, the Department of Community,
Trade, and Economic Development (CTED) has created the Affordable Housing Advisory
Board, composed of 21 members, 18 of whom are appointed by the Governor.

The board serves as CTED’s principal advisory board on housing and housing-related issues.

Summary of Bill:  The affordable housing board is expanded by adding one representative
of for-profit rental housing owners. This representative is Governor-appointed.
