Background: Currently, enrollment in the Basic Health Plan is limited to people who are
ineligible for Medicare, not confined in government-operated facilities, live in an area of the
state served by a participating managed care program, have a family income no more than 200
percent of the federal poverty level, and agree to make periodic payments to the plan. An
enrolleeis not required to be a United States citizen.

Summary of Bill: Full-time students on atemporary visa to study in the United States are
not eligible to enroll in the Basic Health Plan.
