Background: Retired veterans who are also disabled are not allowed to receive both the full
amount of their retirement benefits and also the full amount of their disability benefits. The

federal government reduces dollar for dollar the amount of retirement benefits received by
the amount of disability benefits received.

In Washington, retired veterans account for 10 percent of the population. Of this, 37 percent
are disabled.

Summary of Bill: The federal government is asked to allow retired veterans who are also
disabled to receive the full amounts of their retirement and disability entitlements.

Fiscal Note: Not requested.
